We have:

® Held over 260 funding seminars or voluntary events for potential grant recipients.
® Assessed 6,615 applications.

® Worked with over 260 volunteers.

What’s been achieved?

We will have made over 5,000 grants worth £10million from seventy
different funds to individuals and community/voluntary groups
predominantly living and working in County Durham and Darlington
by the end of 2005/06.

The largest grant we have given is £250,000 and our smallest grant
is £10. Our average size grant is £1,700 and we achieve a success
rate of 68% - or more than one-in-two applicants are successful.

We work through a network of hundreds of voluntary organisations,
community groups and local authority organisations to help
distribute our funds from private, government and public
organisations. As well as household names such as Northumbrian
Water, Northern Electric and Gas plus Arriva, we also work with local
individuals (like Mark I’Anson pictured right) and families that wish
to help make County Durham and Darlington a better place to live.

Over the ten years, we have helped pay for an estimated:
600 after-school club and child care places
1,950 training courses for the unemployed

220 environmental improvements to local community
gardens/parks

120 self-help groups
500 activities for groups of children and young people

240 people to gain a qualification (many of whom had not
previously gained any)

240 musical instruments for brass bands
230 refurbishments to community buildings and halls
76 team football strips for youth teams (boys and girls)

13 talented young people to participate at a senior level in their
chosen field of music or sport

60 luncheon clubs for elderly people
1,200 day trips and visits for the isolated or vulnerable

plus many items of equipment and thousands of groups to increase
the range of activities, services and support they give to their local
communities.

In particular, we have supported community development projects,
groups looking to improve community facilities such as buildings,
capacity building and skills development, community sports and
health-related projects plus rural communities and vulnerable,
isolated people. The highest proportion of our grants help children
and young people.
